Thanks to our sustained, strategic advocacy efforts, 
MBA secured the enactment of several core legislative 
priorities in 2025. Highlights include:

•	 Passage of the MBA‑supported trigger leads reform 
bill, which strengthened consumer protections under 
FCRA by curbing the abusive use of mortgage credit 
trigger leads.

•	 Restoration of the Department of Veterans Affairs 
(VA) partial claims authority, ensuring a durable 
loss‑mitigation tool is available for servicers to help 
Veterans stay in their homes.

•	 Preservation and expansion of pro‑housing and 
real estate finance tax provisions within a major tax 
package, preserving and permanently extending 
many core provisions that support ongoing 
investment in commercial and residential real estate.

In 2026, MBA remains committed to driving progress on:

•	 Advancing and refining bicameral housing packages 
aimed at expanding housing opportunities and 
modernizing federal housing programs.

•	 Protecting critical tax provisions that support 
homeownership, real estate investment, and the 
broader real estate finance ecosystem.

•	 Supporting long-term reauthorization of the 
National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) and the 
Terrorism Risk Insurance Act (TRIA) — two federal 
programs essential to market stability and the 
availability of affordable insurance coverage.

•	 Pushing for swift implementation of the VA’s newly 
enacted 2025 authority, ensuring this critical policy 
change is put into practice quickly to support 
effective loss‑mitigation options for veterans.

•	 Advocating to update FHA Multifamily loan limits, 
ensuring they reflect current market conditions 
and support the development and preservation of 
affordable rental housing.

•	 Advancing GSE policy discussions and the need 
for fairer credit score pricing in the conventional 
mortgage market.

•	 Promoting responsible artificial intelligence use 
in real estate finance and supporting a workable 
national data privacy framework.
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In 2025, MBA’s Legislative and Political Affairs team 
advanced critical priorities to strengthen and protect 
the real estate finance industry. These achievements 
were made possible through sustained engagement 
across MBA’s political programs — especially the 
support generated through MORPAC. By helping 
elect and engage with candidates who understand 
the importance of a stable, competitive real estate 
finance system, MORPAC played a key role in 
driving meaningful progress on issues that matter 
to our members. Together, we have built powerful 
momentum, and we are ready to carry it forward into 
(and throughout) 2026.
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Thank you to our Commercial/Multifamily 
leadership team for their outstanding efforts in 
increasing participation in their market segment 
from 25% in the previous cycle to 30%.

More than $1.4 million was contributed to pro‑industry candidates across both parties, ensuring 
strong, bipartisan advocacy — all while maintaining over $700,000 in cash on hand to support 
future engagement. In 2025, we also deepened our relationships with key policymakers, 
strengthening our position for the work ahead.

MORPAC Direct made a strong debut in 2025, creating a new avenue for industry 
executives to engage directly with key congressional leaders. The program 
generated $321,500 in voluntary, bipartisan contributions to pro‑industry 
candidates — supplementing, not replacing, traditional MORPAC giving.

In its first year, MORPAC Direct hosted three high‑level 
engagement events with congressional leaders from both 
parties. Looking ahead, the program is preparing another 
bipartisan series of fundraising events with influential 
members of the House and Senate.

Major donors also participated in bipartisan December 
receptions with MORPAC‑supported House candidates 
from competitive districts. These events — coordinated 
separately with the National Republican Congressional 
Committee and the Democratic Congressional Campaign 
Committee — underscore the industry’s commitment 
to ensuring that pro‑industry candidates in closely 
contested races have the resources needed for effective 
campaigns.
